Morning Drop -OffðDrive Thru  

§ If you are planning to drop your child off at school we ask that you use the designated Student Drop Off 
Zone  located on the right side of the parking entrance towards the multipurpose room. A Duty Aide or parent 
volunteer will unload your child ONLY at the Student Drop Off Zone.  If you are plan-
ning to walk your child into the school please park in a parking space.  

§ Exit parking lotðRIGHT TURN ONLY  

§ Do not unload your child across the street. It is unsafe and illegal.  

Afternoon Pick -Up 

§ Enter through parking lot and drive around the Multi -purpose room to the west side of 

the building.  

§ Students are loaded into cars by our duty aides and parent volunteers. 

§ Do not load your child into your car across the street. It is unsafe and illegal.  

Other Safety Issues  

§ Do not leave your vehicle unattended in any student drop -off zone or bus loading zone at arrival or dismissal 
times.

Students must always cross the street at a marked crosswalk with a crossing guard, even if they are crossing 
with their parent.
